	7.1 CLEANING & MAINTENANCE REQUIREMENTS

All parts of AF:

	7.2 Automatic Electric Cleaner Safety
	Not in water whilst AF open for use
	
	

	7.3 Heat Blanket Safety
	Complies with RLSS Pool Safety Guideline  GO 1 apply
	
	

	7.4 Electrical Safety
	Concourse GPO’s– not connected to power equipment/in use, whilst people in the water.


	
	

	
	Electrical equipment mains power supply – use only dry surfaces.


	
	

	
	RCD’s cord extension sets/ portable electrical equipment tested by licensed electrician in accordance with AS 3760 – 2003 every 6 months, or every year (seasonal facilities) i.e. start-up.


	
	

	
	Faulty electrical equipment withdrawn from use/ isolated for repair
	
	

	7.5 Hand Dosing of Chemicals
	No Hand-dosing of chemicals directly into water body when occupied by patrons/bathers


	
	

	7.6 Prohibition of Entry into Water Body

Exclusion of Persons:
	Suffering from gastroenteritis, or other communicable disease/skin infection 

Except Medical Practitioner – provides certificate – stating person is not a health hazard to other persons in an aquatic environment.

	A baby/young child who ordinarily wears a nappy – not wearing an “aqua-nappy”.


	
	

	7.7 Prohibition of Animals
	No animals belonging to a person, under their control within AF 
	
	

	
	Exceptions: Guide dog/animals trained to assist person with disability.

(Animal MUST NOT ENTER WATER)

	7.9 Minimum Entry Age
	10 yrs unless accompanied under the supervision of a person 16+yrs – Guideline SU 1.11

	
	

	
	Waterslides exempted from clause 4.4 (i.e. to accompany child at all times).


	
	

	7.10 Supervision Requirements
	G1 AF’s – min ratio of supervision = 1 lifeguard/100 patrons – Guideline SU 1.01 section 4.4

	
	

	
	G1-2 AF’s supervisors - positioned to maintain water supervision.


	
	

	
	G1-2 AF’s Supervisors not assigned duties that distract from supervising patrons/participants at all times, or inhibit ability to provide immediate assistance to patron/participant in distress.

	Diving facilities operated in accordance w/ Guideline SU 1.13

	7.12 Qualifications of Coaching & Instructional Staff
	Personnel providing instruction in specific aquatic activities hold qualifications = Table 9 of Code

	
	

	7.13 Towel & Bathing Costume Hire 
	Loan or hire of bathing costume/towels comply w/ Health (Cloth Materials) Regulations 1985 i.e. Approved cleaning process for each use.


	
	

	7.14 Maximum Bather Numbers

(In water body at any one time)
	Spa pool = 1 person/1m2

	
	

	
	Toddler, Waterslide, Leisure & Hydrotherapy Pools = 

1 person/2m2

	
	

	
	Learn to swim, wave, lazy river, school health club, residential, caravan park, motel & hotel  Pools = 1 person/2.5m2

	
	

	
	50m, 25m, Diving & Water Polo Pools = 1 person/3.5m2
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
