The recommended HPV schedule is 0, 2 and 6 months.





The accelerated HPV schedule based on minimum intervals is 0, 1 and 4 months.





HPV vaccine is not licensed for females aged 27 years and above.





The HPV catch-up program will cease end of June 2009; partially immunised females will not be eligible to receive further doses of funded HPV vaccine after this date.
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
